 Picture your pastor at the beach in  
the shade of an umbrella, digging her 

toes into the warm sand and downing an 

icy beverage. She has book, cell phone, 

computer and a quiet spot to relax and 
stare out at the blue sky and fat white 

clouds. It's down time.  

    How can this be? It can ð because the strategic planning 
team realized the pastor is overloaded (they had a flare for 

the obvious). She cannot successfully continue to do it all. 

Whether she recoups at the beach or not, she is to follow a 
strict do-able schedule that allows her breathing room. She 

must surrender to a revamped job description. 

    No frantic last-minute phone calls, no late night/early 

morning computer time, no skipped meals, no sleepless 
nights, no unscheduled meetings, no impossible expecta-

tions, and no plain, unvarnished, weariness.  

    The Executive Committee has been working on reorgani-

zation for some time. It includes  
acknowledging Pastor Debbie's gifts and 

strengths, letting her work to those. And 

taking everything else off her plate.                                           
    It means prioritizing the things that 
only she can do for us: Spiritual nourish-
ment through (Sunday and Saturday) wor-

ship services, theological leadership and guidance to minis-
try and other leaders in the church so they can have the 
greatest impact. 
    This means, by necessity and design, less day-to-day ac-
cess to Pastor Debbie, and more structure and accountabil-
ity to our activities. 
 This does not mean any less pastoral care. On the con-
trary, through Stephens Ministries (Christian counseling 
and support) and other changes recommended in the Vision 
Plan, we are convinced that people will rise up and pastoral 
care will be even better. 
    During the course of the visioning early this year, the 

Executive Committee came  to realize 
the church has grown and the pastoral 
(and other) expectations were beyond 
what could reasonably be expected  of 
one person.        

          A recent article on a UMC internet 

site added further clarity to the issue.  
   The writer, Jeff Stiggins*, claims that 

150 members is a natural growth barrier 

for worship size in (UMC) churches 
(Other experts put the number at 100,  

a size more consistent with our own  

observations).
